Grant to Dr. Dubbeday AidsHydroacoustic Research

Dr. Pieter S. Dubbelday, professor of

hysics and oceanography, has received
rom the National Science Foundation
(NSF) a "Science Faculty Professional
Development Award."

The $13,300 award will allow Dr.
Dubbelday to engage in hydroacoustic
research for two summers that will
produce ideas and techniques to enhance
£.1.T. academic programs.

Part of a national program, the NSF
award to Dr. Dubbelday will support a
pair d three-month work periods at the
Underwater Sound Reference Detach-
ment of the Naval Research Lab at
Orlando.

Dr. Dubbelday said of
NSF-backed work that will include
designing and construeting an acoustie
tank facility.

Experiments will also be designed. One
will use *hot-film anemometry" to detect
low-frequency sound waves moving
through water. In the process, a very thin
wireis heated by €electrical current. "The
cooling of the heated wire is a
measurement for the swiftness of a

current in the water." Dr. Dubbelday
explained.

*I want to use the techniqueto measure
the currents that are connected with the
passage d a sound wave' the professor
said of engaging in pioneering work.

The total project supported by NSF is
to cover a broad spectrum o production,
propagation and reception o underwater
sound; calibration and testing of
equipment in the laboratory and under
field conditions; application d fiber optics
to sound detection, and interfacing of
computers with acoustic equipment.

Smulator Aids
Flight Engineers

The School of Aeronautics has
announced the acquisition of a Cockpit
Procedures Trainer that will expand the
training available for turbo-jet flight
engineers.

The device, housed in newly construet-
ed quarters at the Aviation Center at
Melbourne Regiona Airport, simulates
flight functionsperformed by the captain,
co-pilot and flight engineer on a Boeing
727. The FAA authorizes such trainingin
place of inflight practice that is much
more expensive and results in the
consumptionof huge amounts of fuel.

During the last academic quarter 21
School of Aeronautics students completed
the FAA's tough written exam for flight
engineers. And a 16 credit-hour course
during the winter quarter prepared them
for theagency's oral exam.

The new simulator will accommodate a
major part of their next phaseof training,
The device simulates normal and
emergency procedures, alowing on-
ground practice in engine starts, fuel
management. anti-ice control pressuri-
zation, engine and wheel-well fires, elec-
trical system malfunctions and air
conditioning.

Each student will spend 16 hoursat the
flight engineer's console, and that same
amount of timeat the captain and eo-pilot
stationslearningair crew coordination.

Arrangements have been made with
Pan American-National in Miami, with
American Airlines at Dallas-Ft Worth.
and with Flight International in Atlanta
for students to acquire any additional
simulator training needed. They can also
obtain a 727 check-ride to complete
requirementsfor flight engineer licensing.
