ONLINE RESEARCH ETHICS COURSE

NSF has added a requirement effective Jan 1, 2010 for all proposals submitted to NSF.

 

NSF POLICY:  Chapter II.C.1.e, Proposal Certifications, has an entirely new proposal certification added regarding responsible conduct of research. When submitting a proposal to NSF, the Authorized Organizational Representative is required to complete a certification that the institution has a plan to provide appropriate training and oversight in the responsible and ethical conduct of research to undergraduates, graduate students, and postdoctoral researchers who will be supported by NSF to conduct research. While training plans are not required to be included in proposals submitted to NSF, institutions are advised that they are subject to review upon request.
 

FIT REQUIREMENTS:

1.  Within 30 days of starting work on an NSF award, undergraduates, graduate students and postdoctoral researchers will complete the "Online Research Ethics Course".
2.  All undergraduates, graduate students and postdoctoral researchers currently working on NSF grants have until February 15, 2010 to complete the course.
