At the UGCC meeting on  9/22/06, the following items were addressed:

1.     New members,  Mark Archambault (Aerospace/Mechanical) and Bo Yang (Mechanical/Aerospace) were introduced. 
2.     Items 2, 3 and 4 were removed from the Consent Agenda per John Windsor and will be reintroduced at a future meeting.
3.     Items 7, 8, 9, 10, 11 and 12 were removed from the Consent Agenda at the request of Paul Jennings.
 

4.    Item 6 was removed from the Consent Agenda at the request of Clayton Baum.
 

5.    Item 5 (Change in pre-req/co-reqs in CVE 4074 from Civil Engineering) remained on the Consent Agenda , and the Consent Agenda  was approved unanimously.  
6.     The  changes in requirements in Civil Engineering (7043) major were presented to the committee and after discussion, the changes were approved unanimously.
 

7.    The remaining Items 7, 8, 9, 10, 11 and 12 were tabled, to be brought back to the committee at a future date.  These all involved new courses developed for BISK / University Alliance and Dr. Bonhomme was not available to discuss these issues at this meeting.
Finally, the committee discussed at length the next steps to take to become fully apprised regarding the BISK / University Alliance initiative.  It was determined that all members would accumulate questions they have from their departments / colleagues and send them to the Chair and I would then accumulate the questions and send out one list of issues and questions that the committee members would like to have addressed by Dr. Bonhomme on her return.  
 
It was recognized that this would be an initial set of questions and issues and that others might arise in the future; there was no intent that this be the only time questions would be raised nor the only time issues would be addressed.  Therefore, it was determined that all members would accumulate their questions and pass them along to the Chair by the end of next week, September 29, 2006.  I will then put all the questions into some kind of order and send them to all the committee members.  This would then give Dr. Bonhomme approximately 1-1/2 to 2 weeks to address all the questions and be prepared to discuss the BISK / University Alliance initiative at the next meeting.  The next meeting is called for Friday, October 13, 2006, at 8 a.m. in the 2nd floor conference room of the Physical Sciences Building.   This is an separate meeting in addition to regularly schedule meeting.
