3.  #11.  College of Science:  Add a new major - BS Option in Astrobiology (see NewMajor_AstroBio1.pdf) -  Removed any language that the degree is preparation for a chemistry minor and with minor editorial changes, the degree was approved.  Passed unanimously.  Documents on web site.
